ounded in 1975, the Southern

Watercolor Society is a non-
profit corporation formed to elevate
the stature of watercolor and edu-
cate the public to the significance of
watercolor as an important creative
and permanent painting medium.
The corporation is dedicated to the
highest aesthetic standards.

The first official organizational meet-
ing of the Southern Watercolor Soci-
ety met June 7, 1975, in Memphis
TN. Twenty-nine people represented
the four states of Alabama, Arkansas,
Mississippi and Tennessee.

It is the aim of the organization to
further the interests of painters in
watercolor/water media by its pro-
grams and competitive exhibits, and
to encourage the study of watercolor
by art students and others engaged
in watercolor painting.

Membership

The Southern Watercolor Society is
open to persons living in the follow-
ing states: Alabama, Arkansas, Dela-
ware, District of Columbia, Florida,
Georgia, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisiana,
Maryland, Mississippi, Missouri,
North Carolina, Oklahoma, South
Carolina, Tennessee, Texas, Virginia
and West Virginia.

Associate: Artists from the 18 south-
ern states and Washington, D.C. who
desire to become associates of the
Southern Watercolor Society may do
so by paying dues of $30 per calen-
dar year. A member who moves out-
side the region, whose dues are cur-
rent, may retain membership and
status as long as dues are not delin-
quent.

Active: A member whose work is
accepted and exhibited in one or two
annual SW juried competitions.

Artist Class: Members whose paint-
ings have been exhibited in three or
more juried Southern Watercolor
Society Annuals are classified as Art-
ist Members and may include SW in
their signatures (Signature Mem-
bers). These are noted in the mem-
bership list in this catalog.

Life: This membership is given to
SW members who have been in 10
shows or have served as President.

Patron: An award donor or con-

tributor to the general fund of SW,
who does not need to be a painter
but has no voting privileges in SW.

Please join us. We look forward to
your new membership as an Associ-
ate or Patron, or your continued
participation with the Southern Wa-
tercolor Society.
